6.0.MEETINGS

6.1  ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF THE INSTITUTE

The General Body Meetings of the Institute are held at the commencement and end of the Term and at the Six Months interval in between at the Head Quarters at Mumbai and at the National Conventions. 6.1. Council Meeting

The Council of the Institute meets once in two months . Chapters, centres and sub-centers also hold periodic meetings as defined in the rules governing them.

6.2. Office Bearers Meeting

6.3. Open Forum

“OPEN FORUM” is generally held during the Annual Conventions and Young Architects Festivals of the Institute in order to source views of members on important issues and challenges facing the profession and professionals in the regions and the country..
7.0. LEGAL STATUS OF THE INSTITUTE: 

The Indian Institute of Architects is registered under the  Indian Societies Registration Act XXI of 1860 ,as a voluntary  and non- profit making organization of Architects.

8.0. LEGAL STATUS OF THE ARCHITECTS IN THE COUNTRY:

The title “ARCHITECT” is protected under the central Act of “ Indian Architects Act ,1972”. The registration under the Act entitles the Architects to use the title Architect. However, the Act does not protect the practice which is left to the State and local Acts/Rules.

9.0. REGISTRATION AUTHORITY FOR ARCHITECTS IN THE  COUNTRY:

The Registration Authority for Architects is Council of Architecture (COA) created under the, Indian Architects Act, 1972”.

The Indian Institute of Architects conducts examination leading to award of Associate membership of the institute. This membership has been rated equivalent to undergraduate degree in Architecture by the Ministry of Human Resource Development, Govt. of India. It offers option for career advancement to  ‘in service’, professionals, holding diploma in Architecture. An elaborate system of examination has been put in place in order to ensure the quality of students output when they complete the course.  IIA is in the process of regularly reviewing its course contents in order to make the examination system more professional, qualitative, meaningful and objective.

14.2. Lack of uniformity in administrative rules, building regulations and sanctioning procedures at various City/Town Planning Authorities and  Corporations in the Country.

14.3. Strengthening through  interactive dialogues with architectural education regulatory authorities in the country such as AICTE, UGC and Universities. 

14.4. Lack of “social security” and “group insurance” facilities for Architects in the country.

14.5. Mushroom Growth of architectural schools and decline in the  number of aspirants for       admission to Architecture Institutions. 

14.6.Lack of involvement of the professionals in the welfare of the marginalized sections of the society living in urban squatter settlements.

14.7. Depleting skills of traditional artisans in the  building industry.

14.8. Reaching out to rural populace of the country.

15.0.   RESOURCES OF THE INSTITUTE

16.0. EARTHQUAKE & ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN.

After the “2001 earthquake” in Gujarat, number of rehabilitation projects were taken up by IIA through its members both, individually and collectively  by the Chapters & Centres, Institute at its Conventions deliberated upon its Role as a Professional Body in mitigating such disasters.

After having inputs from various individuals & Chapters and discussions with the Ministry of Home Affairs ( NDM Division), Govt. of India.,  it was decided to:

i) Launch Nationwide Sensitization Programmes for Architects

ii) 4 to 6 day module training programme for practicing architects

iii) Revision of course curriculum/ syllabus for design and structure taught in 

      Schools of Architecture.

iv)  10 to 15 day module training programme for faculty of Architecture Schools.

 v) Arrange inputs from subject experts from all over the world through personal  

      meeting/ participation  and organization of workshops etc.

Sensitization Programme for Architects.

It was planned to organise 40 programmes to Sensitize 4000 to 4500 Architects all over the country.  These CEP’s were conducting under IIA-MHA partnership with the help of Expert Resource Persons from various IIT’s and professionals from the field. In the last 15 months the Institute has already organized 15 such programmes on the theme “Role of Architects towards seismically safe built environment”.

17.5. Strengthening and developing liaison with Schools of Architecture, AICTE and Universities, both national and international by organizing joint programs on educational and professional issues.

17.7. Vigorously pursuing amendments to The Architects Act, 1972 in view of globalisation in the professional practice with reference to the WTO & GATT at international level and at the same time to ensure optimum utilization of the available talent and expertise  within the country .

17.8. Addressing problems faced by the Architects due to practice by non professionals and promoting the role and services of   the  qualified Architects 

17.9. Achieving effective  and meaningful participation  at the activities organized by SAARCH, ARCASIA, CAA & UIA.at the international level

17.10.  Carrying out introspection of the education and training systems to promote quality of education & enthuse confidence and a sense of security in the minds of young Architects in the profession. 

17.11.  Making conscious and concerted effort to look after the issues  facing the employed Architects in Government & Private Sectors and work towards  creation of an Architects Cadre at Central, State and local levels..
18.0. OTHER IMPORTANT ISSUE:
The Indian Institute of Architects holds Young Architects Festival every year.  It is not known whether such event is held internationally by any member Institutes of Arcasia.  We suggest that such events should be  held  by all the member countries and also  at the Arcasia  in order to focus on young professionals.
