Minutes of the Meeting
1.0 Welcome Remarks – ARCASIA President: Ar. S.M. Jahangir Khan
President ARCASIA Ar. S.M. Jahangir Khan (JK) welcomed and thanked the Office Bearers to Shanghai, China for the 5th ARCASIA OB and CC Meeting.

2.0 Welcome Remarks – ASC President: Ar. XIU Long
A welcome meeting was held earlier with the Chinese delegation from ASC, ASC Shanghai Chapter and Tongji University where the Vice President ASC gave the welcome remarks on behalf of President ASC.
3.0 Adoption of the Agenda of 5th OB Meeting: Hon. Secretary: Ar. Ramiz Baig
Hon. Secretary ARCASIA RB welcomed all to the meeting and stated that the agenda for the 5th meeting was circulated to the OB and CC. GK proposed the agenda to be adopted and TS seconded. The agenda for the 5th OB meeting was thus approved.

4.0 Adoption of the 4th OB Meeting Minutes.
RB stated that the minutes of 4th OB and CC Meeting were sent via email to all the OB and CC members. SP proposed the minutes to be adopted and RS seconded. Thus, the minutes of the 4th OB and CC meeting stood approved.
5.0 ARCASIA Affairs
5.1 Pending Issues from Last OB Meeting

5.1.1 ADPC Training

RB stated that IIA has agreed to host the ADPC Training from 5th April onwards. They want to host it either in Bali or Yogyakarta. Objection was raised to have the training in Bali because of the threat of Volcano eruption so it was decided that it should be in Yogyakarta. 
RS asked the Council that can the AEA be setup as a legal entity in Hong Kong without the help of HKIA. PI stated that it will not set a good precedent. It was unanimously agreed that no such actions should take place without the support of the institute. RS confirmed during the meeting after a telephone conversation that the setting up of AEA in Hong Kong will have full HKIA Support.
5.1.2 38th ARCASIA Council Meeting

JKS said that the 38th ARCASIA Council Meeting went very well, eventually having it in Kathmandu, due to the earlier visa issues limitation to visit Jaipur for some delegates and ARCASIA Office bearers.
5.1.3

A discussion was held to put in a mechanism to be able to replace any members of the OB and CC who for reasons in or beyond their control are not able to meet their commitments to ARCASIA.

GK stated that we can look into the Rotary International system where a member who misses certain number of consecutive meetings without valid reason is automatically  removed or has to make it up through a defined process.
PI stated that the committee chairs were only invited to attend these meetings from her Presidential term onwards and earlier were not required in OB meetings.
There was a further discussion on candidates running for committee chairs should at least have served as their Institute’s Official representative for a year on that committee. This was agreed upon and PI was requested to prepare the proposed changes in the constitution.
5.2 Progress Report

5.2.1 Update on ARCASIA Cross-Regional Conference and Roundtable on Green and Sustainable Architecture –Dubai
The Dubai Event due to unavoidable logistic circumstances had to be postponed. ST commented that why do we need to go other regions for events. JKS replied that the idea in his term is for ARCASIA to interact with other regions of the world and to bring their relevant expertise to the ARCASIA region, in order to do that if the initial events take place outside ARCASIA there isn’t any harm. We have interacted with V4AF in Budapest already and are looking to also work with AUA with a possibility of an event in Cairo Egypt at the end of the year.

5.2.2 Update on ACA18 Tokyo, Japan.
GK updated the preparations are well underway but we need to still look for Sponsors to cover the cost of our event. He further said that PI is helping JIA get Sika on board as sponsors. JIA is working to provide an ideal package to Sika and they will come during the March OB and CC meeting to finalize the deal. Although they have already committed in principle in amount of 100,000 USD.
JIA is looking to aggressively market the ACA 18 to Foreign Delegates so that they ensure good attendance as well as earn revenue.
For the GK AAA jury proposed Ar. Rafiq Azam (Zone A), Ar. Mike Boon (Zone B), Ar. Yumi Kuri (Zone C) and Mr. Robert Greenwood (Non-Architect) as the jury members. PI stated that as the president of ARCASIA is from Zone A and A Jury Member by default thus we cannot have another jury member from Zone A. GK said that this puts him in an awkward position as he has already confirmed with Ar. Rafiq Azam. The OB felt that be that as it may the rules and procedure has to be followed. 

5.2.3 Update on ACYA First Stormathon in Chiang Mai, Thailand.
RB stated that Committee Chair HS couldn’t make it to the OB meeting but he has given a report on the event. RB circulated the report to the OB. RB updated that after all of the ARCASIA Roundtables Stormathon had 17 ARCASIA Member Institutes participated which is more than any roundtable. Also, there was 13 observers from different ARCASIA Member Institutes. During that meeting it was decided to have Facebook as the medium of communication. Also for the year when there is no deputy chair the members can nominate a secretary.

5.2.4 Update on V4AF/ACE Event.
JKS informed the OB and CC that he has been invited for the award ceremony of the Inspireli Awards in Prague on the 26th of April. What we plan to do is have the MoU Signing with V4AF and a follow-up Heritage Round Table around those dates in either Prague or Budapest.
We have also been invited to Guglielmo Marconi University in Rome to conduct a workshop on Distance Learning and Teaching specially designed for Architecture Faculty. TC asked about the accreditation status of this university to assess the value of the Workshop Completion certificate. JKS asked NS and RB to look into the matter with the university before finalizing the formalities.
5.2.5 Update on ADPC Training.

5.3 Financial update – Hon. Treasurer: Ar. Sannah Ejaz.
Honorary Treasurer Ar. Sannah Ejaz presented accounts. The detail of accounts presented included all previous expenditures and balance up to January 2018. SE also reported that finally the ARCASIA bank account in Pakistani is operational. The accounts were approved by all members in attendance.

5.4 Zonal Reports from Vice Presidents.

5.4.1 Zone A.
VP Zone A couldn’t attend the meeting JKS will get in touch with AS about the Heritage program proposed in the last council meeting and update us on the progress.

5.4.2 Zone B.
TC updated that four nation meetings are being held with great energy and participation. Two of them have already been held and another is coming up to be hosted by IAI. He further stated that other zones should also look into planning zonal meetings and activities.

5.4.2 Zone C.
NS stated that after successfully holding teacher training programs in Zone A and Zone B we intend to have one in Zone C. He also stated that a follow up ACAE Roundtable following the formats set in Macau needs to be held. The OB gave NS the go ahead to arrange the follow-up roundtable in Macau within this term.
5.5 Reports from Committee Chairs

5.5.1 ACSR
SP stated that the planning of ACSR essential homes competition is almost complete. The competition will be to design 1,000 USD home open to all ARCASIA Member Institutes. The successful entries will be displayed at the ACA 18 in Tokyo, Japan. We plan to wrap this competition by March / April. 

An ACSR Roundtable is schedule for the 23rd of Feb, In Colombo Sri Lanka. The OB members felt that a focus agenda should be circulated to all member institutes.

The pending execution of the Nepal toilet competition has to be done. We should not back out and provide assistance in getting at least 50% of the total funds through sponsorship with the host picking up the remaining 50%.

RB stated that there was a problem with the winning design being modified and it needs to be rectified as already communicated to SONA. 
SP stated that the thrust of ACSR should be action oriented and we should publish our programs and activities.  

5.5.2 ACPP
ACPP Roundtable to be held in Calcutta, India from the 9th to 11th of February hosted by IIA. The focus of the roundtable is architects fee across the region. So far 13 Countries have confirmed participation. 

Another ACPP event is planned for 10th to 11th April hosted by the IAI. TS further stated that PAM has agreed to host a professional practice forum in December, 2018.

5.5.3 ACGSA
