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Minutes of the Meeting
1.0 Welcome Remarks – ARCASIA President: Ar. S.M. Jahangir Khan
President ARCASIA Ar. S.M. Jahangir Khan (JK) welcomed the Office Bearers to Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia for the 7th ARCASIA OB and CC Meeting and thanked PAM for hosting the meeting.
2.0 Welcome Remarks – PAM President: Ar. Ezumi Harzani Ismail
President PAM Ar. Ezumai Harzani Ismail welcomed the Office Bearers and Committee Chairs to Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia for the ARCASIA OB and CC Meeting hosted by PAM.
3.0 Adoption of the Agenda of 7th OB Meeting: Hon. Secretary: Ar. Ramiz Baig
Hon. Secretary ARCASIA RB welcomed all to the meeting and stated that the agenda for the 7th meeting was circulated to the OB and CC in advance. GK proposed the agenda to be adopted and TS seconded. The agenda for the 7th OB meeting was thus approved.

4.0 Adoption of the 6th OB Meeting Minutes.
RB stated that the minutes of 6th OB and CC Meeting were sent via email to all the OB and CC members. SP proposed the minutes to be adopted and AS seconded. Thus, the minutes of the 6th OB and CC meeting stood approved.
5.0 ARCASIA Affairs
5.1 Matters arising from the minutes.
AS stated that during the council meeting the responsibility of the Heritage Program was

taken by IAI. He also updated that we have uploaded timeline charts of the 19 countries on

our website and we’ll complete this timeline chart before the council meeting in Tokyo,

Japan. AS updated that he has already started something. A timeline has been shared with the members of the heritage program. He also updated that 4 new ARCASIA member countries don’t have a time line chart and he’ll bring it up with them. He updated that at IAI he spoke with Endy Subijono and he was busy with other IAI matters. 

RS stated that we should share the timeline chart with every country so they can update it.

RB updated during the heritage program in Europe there were questions about having a heritage committee instead of a program. It was decided to have the heritage program till the council meeting in Tokyo with AS heading the program.

RB updated the OB and CC about the ARCASIA History book updates and he asked the previous past presidents to provide the data from their term so that an E-Version can be updated as soon as possible.
5.2.1 Update on the 1st AEA training by ADPC
JK stated that the AEA training by ADPC was held in Yogyakarta, Indonesia. The training was well attended and it essentially became a preamble to the actual training of trainers. The event was very well organized by IAI. He congratulated everyone on starting this initiative successfully. He updated the OB and CC that the AEA trainers will be in Islamabad in September just before the ACA 18 about 5 days training in Islamabad. We have assured them for 3 trainings in a year. In all zones of ARCASIA resulting in their subsidized cost.
5.2.2 Update on V4AF MoU Signing Event + Heritage Roundtable
ARCASIA + V4AF MOU Signing took place formally in Budapest Castle, then Visit to Bratislava Castle and meeting with the Slovikian Institute President in Bratislava. He also updated that ARCASIA continued to Prague, Czech Republic where ARCASIA visited the Castle and were invited to attend the INSPIRELLI Awards Ceremony at the Technical University Campus on April 27th 2018 followed by our ARCASIA+ V4AF HERITAGE Roundtable II the next day in Prague. The Roundtable was conducted in an informal setting but very well attended from both sides and led to a signed resolution by all attendees. The last leg of this visit took us to Krakow in Poland where we visited the Castle there. On the way to Krakow we had a serendipitous opportunity for a short stop in Brno Czech Republic to visit Mies Van Der Rohe’s Villa Tugendhat that everyone enjoyed.
JK stated that V4AF is looking to have the 3rd roundtable with ARCASIA somewhere in ASIA. IAP Lahore Chapter has confirmed to host the 3rd roundtable in Lahore, Pakistan in October, 2018.
5.2.3 Update on ACA18 Tokyo, Japan
JIA and IAP should ask Ar. Yasmeen Lari to attend the ACA18, Tokyo as a keynote speaker also her travel and accommodation should be covered by JIA as she is the keynote speaker. 
GK stated that Ar. Lari decision is not official by JIA yet but it will be soon. GK stated that IAP proposed the name of Ar. Lari as the keynote speaker from IAP so JIA thought that IAP will sponsor her travel. GK asked JIA to come up with another offer for Ar. Lari as she is the keynote speaker of ACA18 Tokyo.
JK stated that the ARCASIA video should be played in Tokyo in various occasions and ARCASIA song as well and we should send both things to MoU countries we are inviting for the ACA18.
RB stated that JIA wants information of all members from each institute requiring visas by 10 July. If it’s not available by 10th of July then JIA will not be able to process the visa request.
RB shared the ARCASIA MoU organizations details with the OB and stated about their accommodation and free registration as they are getting on the invitation by ARCASIA.
RB read out the reply from Kay Miyashita from JIA for the accommodation matter.

It was decided to have the ACAE meeting after the ACA18 on the last day.
5.2.4 Update on AIA (Australia) Conference 2018
JK updated that he was invited by the AIA to attend their annual conference. He stated that he pursued couple of universities there for the teacher exchange program and hopefully we’ll get somebody from Melbourne University for ARCASIA teacher exchange program. He updated that he also met the future president to be of AIA. He shared his views about the Opera House there with the OB.
JK also updated the OB about the teacher exchange program he’s been working on.
5.2.5 Update on AIA (USA) Conference 2018
RB stated that President ARCASIA could not attend the AIA conference and had asked me to represent him, he updated that he was joined by PI and RS there at the conference also as guests of the AIA. He updated the OB about the conference and the president’s discussion which took place there in a very interactive world café format. Also, for the side events he updated that SN was elected as the fellow member of AIA there. RB updated that ARCASIA team also met with the RIBA team. 
5.2.6 Post jury ARCASIA Award for Architecture
JK updated that he is just flying back after participating in the jury. He was happy to state that we have selected projects of the highest quality for this prestigious award. He thanked convener GK and the entire JIA team as well as the fellow jurors.

5.2.9 Proposed ARCASIA + AUC (American University Cairo) Urbanism Roundtable in Cairo Egypt: “Old and New Cairo”
JK stated that we are in contact with the American University Cairo and they are willing to host this event in the 2nd week of January 2019 before the handing over in Singapore. The AUA is also on board and will become our first event in partnership with them.

RB shared the financial update with OB on behalf of SE.
5.4 Zonal Reports from Vice Presidents.

5.4.1 Zone A.
AS updated that a senior legendary architect from Zone A, B. V Doshi, received a Pritzker Prized in the last month, a great achievement for Zone A. He updated that for the international event IAB is organizing a seminar for the ARCASIA countries to focus on building material, Urban design and vernacular architecture. From 21 ARCASIA countries IAB will select one country to have the seminar with them. He later stated that IAB has selected Indonesia this time to work with them over bamboo architecture. AS updated that he had a contact with the President of Myanmar architects regarding the Heritage program.

5.4.2 Zone B.
TC gave a report to OB on Zone B activities. TC read out the architectural problems from the slides and update the OB about them. He shared a chart of number showing the architectural problems faced by Zone B countries in detail.

5.4.2 Zone C.
NS shared a presentation with OB on the activities on Zone C. He stated that most of the Zone C activities are connected with ACAE. He updated about working on student exchange program in Zone C countries. Later he updated about the first Zone C CPD program between HKIA and AAM. He shared a brief presentation on the CPD program between HKIA and AAM. He also updated that we are including people from ARCASIA in the validation with the UIA so that knowledge can be brought back to ARCASIA. A roundtable on regional exchange in cooperation is taking place tomorrow in KL, Malaysia to update people on ongoing projects of ACAE. AAM is organizing the president’s meeting of Zone C

5.5.1 ACSR
SP gave a report on ACSR. He stated that ACSR is trying to get sponsors for the competition. He updated that Online Jury would be a good idea if we couldn’t get the sponsors. SP also stated that slot provided by JIA for the ACA18 can be used to showcase the work of ARCASIA Countries. Also updated the situation of SONA toilet competition winning entry as SONA still need cash to start the construction will try to wrap this before the handing over ceremony.

RS updated that currently we are going through the administrative update of all the ARCASIA Fellow members.

JK went through a list of upcoming events of ARCASIA starting from the Disaster training in Islamabad, Then ACA18 in Tokyo,V4AF Heritage roundtable in Lahore, The Cairo Event and the Handover in January. He also updated the OB about the proposal from Rome for the workshop. A one-week long workshop in October at the Marconi University in Rome.
