Financial Updates - Hon. Treasurer Ar. Junichi Ito
Financial Updates

Hon. Treas. reads the latest update of the Financial report.
The total balance of the funds is 61,414.87USD. This
includes money that has been previously registered as
received but that actually is yet to be credited to ARCASIA
bank account (fields in blue in the Financial Statement
attachment. See also later at point. 1.6.3)

ARCASIA money at KIRA

Zone B Vice President Ar. Sathirut Tandanand asks about
the funding of the Fellowship Fund in order to think about
how to increase the funds in the future.

Adviser Ar. Yolanda Reyes explains that 100USD were
collected for Fellowship membership until the Council mtg.
in Lahore and that the Fellowship Fund, never used,
accumulated in this way in a separate account from the
normal ARCASIA fund and it was in KIRA’'s keeping, who
later wired it to ARCASIA HK bank account.

Adviser Ar. Kun-Chang Yi adds that no since fee is
collected anymore there was no reason to keep a separate
account and the Fellowship fund has been merged with
the normal account. KIRA previously used 4000USD from
the Fellowship Fund to open the ARCASIA bank account
at Hong Kong bank. The remaining money that
accumulated since about 2008 was also wired recently to
the same account.

Ar. K.C. Yi asks that the item “Fellowship Fund" be merged
with the normal ARCASIA fund in the next Financial
Report.

Hon. Treas. confirms that the money of the Fellowship
fund has been wired by KIRA to ARCASIA bank account in
Hong Kong and merged with the normal account. But he
also adds that there are still differences between the
amount of 25,000USD of ARCASIA funds held by KIRA
(as declared by Ar. Mubasshar Hussain and reported at
the last Council mtg.) and the amount of 21,000USD
stated by KIRA.

Ar. K.C. Yi says that the money held by KIRA was
supposed to be wired to IAB but IAB did not open an
account and so it remained with KIRA. When the past
President of ARCASIA, Ar. Hussain, wanted to spend
money he asked KIRA to wire it accordingly. So KIRA
wired 10,000USD to Ar. Reyes for the History Book,
5,000USD to Barry Will for loan refund and 4,000USD as
initial deposit to open the ARCASIA bank account in Hong
Kong.

Ar. Hussain treated the 4,000USD as still in KIRA’s
possession while it was not because it was wired to HK
bank account as initial deposit.

The Hon. Secretary highlights the fact that the last
Financial statement, presented to the Council and
approved by the Institutes, listed 25,000USD as with KIRA
based on the information from Ar. Hussain.

ARCASIA President decides that things are clarified with
the Bank in Hong Kong to prove when the seed money
was deposited so to make a correct and updated Financial
Statement for the next Council mtg.

ARCASIA money at IAB

Proof of payment of the 2010 subscription fees by IAP,
ASA and UAP have been submitted but the payments
have not been yet credited on ARCASIA bank account in
Hong Kong.

Similarly, payments have been confirmed but are still to be
credited on ARCASIA bank account for the AA magazine
2009 postage cost by ASA and UAP and for the History
book by PAM, UAP and ASA.

The reason for this is that some payments, done at the
time to IAB, for different technical reasons did not reach
IAB bank account.

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IAB, IAP, ASA and UAP have been recently inquiring, on
each side, the status of these payments and the final
situation is the following:

1) IAP: sent money to the correct bank of IAB.

Pakistan bank confirmed that funds have been correctly
sent, but money is not yet credited to IAB bank’s account.
The money is stopped at the RUPALI Bank in Bangladesh
(a bank in between the sender bank and the final
destination bank). IAB is inquiring at their bank.

2) UAP: sent the money to the correct bank of IAB (IRIC),
but wrongly wrote the address of IAB. The actual
location of funds is being inquired at the respective
banks by UAP and IAB.

3) ASA: sent the money to the correct bank, but made a
mistake on the country name and could not be credited
at IAB's bank. ASA agreed to accept responsibility for
the mistake and to pay again the 2010 subscription.

Information about Auditing companies - Hon. Treasurer
Ar. Junichi Ito

At the last Council mtg. it was approved that ARCASIA
President has the authority to appoint an Auditing company
wherever it is cheaper, in the member Institutes’ countries.

The Auditing company in Bangladesh, Masih Muhith Haque
& Co., Chartered Accountants, who served as auditors of
ARCASIA during the previous period 2009-2010, had
submitted an offer of 500USD.

The Hon. Secretary shows the information in his
possession about the company and tells the Office Bearers
that he has confirmed in writing with the Institute of
Chartered Accountant of Bangladesh (ICAB) that this
company is an audit firm registered with the Institute.

The President apologizes because he was in Dhaka twice
in October and December for the competition but he could
not find the time to meet directly the auditing company
officers.

Masih Muhit Haque is reconfirmed for the current period.
The Hon. Treasurer or ARCASIA President will contact
officially the company to assign them the auditing job.

Ar. Reyes says that the auditing is for compliance with the
Bylaws. At the end of each President’s term an auditing is
done. The auditing is Ar. Hussain’s task.

The President says that Ar. Hussain already provided with

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the auditing for his term and now we are reconfirming the
auditors he used for the current term as well. They will be
appointed now and they will perform the auditing at the end
of the current year.

Ar. K.C. Yi says that auditing is important for transparency
and it is necessary to renew the incorporation of ARCASIA.
He asks about the schedule for renewing the incorporation.

Ar. Reyes replies that the incorporation is every two years
and it coincides with the presidential term.

Ar. Tandanand asks about the period of the assignment.

The President replies that choosing an Auditor is a
prerogative of the President. He/she could previously only
choose it within his/her own country but since this can result
in very expensive fees (as in the case with Japan and
Korea) the Council has now approved that the auditors can
be chosen in any of the Institutes’ countries.

So while the ARCASIA bank account in HK is permanent,
the auditors’ job is not. To ensure the continuity of the
function of handling communications to/from the bank in
Hong Kong, the last Council also approved that Ar. Thomas
Cheung and Ms. Rita Cheung of HKIA, with Ar. Anna
Kwong as supervisor, are the persons in charge of this
function and of interfacing directly with the bank for this
communication purpose.

Ar. Kwong says that HK bank has a format for this purpose
and that it will be passed to the Hon. Treasurer to be filled
and sign. In this way HKIA will be the Institute that will
continue receiving and archiving bank statements even if
ARCASIA President changes. There are also order forms
that the Hon. Treasurer can use to send an order to the
HSBC in Hong Kong and the bank will instruct the HSBC
bank in Japan. Otherwise the HSBC in Japan will not
accept orders for an account in another country.

The President asks what changes are necessary for the
incorporation when the new President, Ar. Pei Ing, will take
over the position.

Ar. Reyes explains that the 5 ARCASIA trustees are not
necessarily current Office Bearers. It was decided about 2
years ago that there should be an election for the trustees.
For the Philippines law, 3 of the 5 trustees must be from the
Philippines.

The President proposes to decide the names of the next
trustees later during the present OB mtg. and then present
them to the Council.

The President thanks the people in charge of the
workgroups for the great work they have been doing last
year and call them to present the recent updates.

President calls VP Zone B to report on the progress of
workgroup for the “10 yrs growth plan”

Ar. Tandanand reminds that about the membership Laos’
ALACE was admitted in condition that it establishes a
separate division for registered architects that will be
represented at the ARCASIA meetings.

He spoke with ALACE representatives who confirmed
that the separation has been done this month (February).
By the time of the next Council mtg. in Bali everything
should be in order but Ar. Tandanand will follow the issue
and report again.

About other members he tried to contact Cambodia, also
present at the last Council mtg., but had no feedback so
far and will try again.

About the growth in funding, Ar. Tandanand says that he
will put together a package for “ARCASIA partners” for
reference so that each President can decide which
corporation to contact for sponsorship. The corporations
will get advertisement in AA (soft and hard copy), in other
publications, on the ARCASIA website, on banners and in
souvenir programs of ACA and Forums etc...

The idea is to ask for 50,000USD for a 2 years
sponsorship, on the account that the corporations will
have privilege access to 18 Asian countries.

If ARCASIA could have 5 partners every 2 years this
could mean a lot more money available for additional
programs and initiatives of ARCASIA.

Ar. Reyes says that it would be better to have a sample
proposal for OB approval, and to have already a few
companies willing to sponsor ARCASIA.

The President authorizes the Vice Presidents to contact
the companies of their Zones and assign Ar. Tandanand
to prepare the final sponsor package.

He also congratulates him for his efforts and says that
this is the change that he wanted to initiate: ARCASIA
finally relying not only on Institutes’ subscription but on
other means of funding so to be able to fund more
projects and pursue a more international agenda.

Ar. Reyes suggests to try having everything set up for the
next Council so to be able to enjoy the funding.

The President replies that he is not interested in enjoying
the funding but that he will be happy in being
remembered as the one who started this new procedure
and gave more means to ARCASIA.

To Ar. Kwong asking if besides corporate sponsorship
also private sponsors will be accepted, the President
replies affirmatively.

The President also asks Ar. Tandanand to contact PAM,
(since they are already dealing with AA and have a very
good design team) to see if they can prepare an
appealing graphic package to present to potential
sponsors.

The President says that he would like to have the
package ready for the next OB mtg for evaluation.

VP Zone A reads his reports on the progress of
workgroup for the “Continuity” (see attachment).

The President thanks Ar; Siddiqui for his good report,
saying that if all implemented these proposals will
improve ARCASIA drastically and change the level of
influence we have around the world.

International activities are very important. In April or May
the President will be in Amsterdam for the General
Assembly of ACE and he will sign an MOU with them.
AUA ha a CPD summit in Morocco this year and the
President of ARCASIA will travel there too because they
have initiated a regional organizations meeting and they
will invite ARCASIA.

Some other regional organizations have approached
ARCASIA on the CPD issue

Not every Institute has a CPD. We have statistics on how
many Institutes have a CPD. UIA is going to charge for
the CPD. ARCASIA needs to understand the importance
of CPD as a financial bases and knowledge based issue.

Ar. Siddiqui says that instead of having an ARCASIA
CPD system imposed from the beginning on members we

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can first advise Institutes on what is a CPD system and
what is to gain from it, and then we can let the Institutes
free to develop and implement their own CPD system.
This can be later eventually “upgraded” to a higher
“ARCASIA CPD system” or a “UIA CPD system”.

The President recognizes that CPD is a domestic issue.

Ar. Tandanand explains that ASA national assembly
voted down a CPD program proposal because older
generations of architects did not see the advantage of a
program they did not need in decades of practice.

Now ASA has now a different strategy that will require
those willing to register as ASEAN ARCHITECTS and
practice internationally to pass through a CPD program.

ASA worked to prepare all the courses and the training
sessions so now everything is in place but it is of course
in Thai language.

The President and the Office Bearers agree to register in
the minutes that ARCASIA supports the CPD system and
that it encourages those Institutes willing to set up such
system to look to neighboring countries in their Zone who
already have it and to ask their advice and support.

Ar. Kwong says that also at HKIA there has been a lot of
resistance to a CPD program and therefore HKIA set a
grace period of 2 years for the mandatory CPD system.
Some members even resigned as a protest to such
system. Mainland China also has a mandatory CPD
system.

Ar. K.C. Yi says that in KIRA members have to
accumulate CPD credits in a 5 year period. He adds that
the CPD system depends very much on each Institute
and that the important is that we make Institutes agree
that ARCASIA events should count towards CPD credits.

The President agrees that there should be mutual
understanding that no matter what Institute one belongs
to, the attendance to ARCASIA events will help
accumulate CPD points, because ARCASIA events are
Educational events. And in the future, with more funds
available, ARCASIA might offer even more educational or
professional training events. What are the benefits that
could come by joining for example the CPD program of
UIA, through an MOU? Will there be any economic
benefit for ARCASIA?

Ar. Mohamad Esa, Vice President UIA region IV, says
that UIA recognizes ARCASIA importance.

He explains that UIA does not provide specific CPD
programs but recognizes single systems of each country
if they fulfill basic requirements.

So even if there are still a lot of different CPD programs,
these are harmonized to some basic requirements so that
credits may be accumulated at events in different
countries and Institutes.

Ar. Reyes says that this is what MOUs are about: mutual
recognition.

ARCASIA already recognizes the importance of each
other Institutes’ events by distributing a common Event
Calendar. Agreements on CPD can be included in MOUs
signed by ARCASIA as mutual recognitions of programs,
but acceptance depends on each Institute.

The President asks the Office Bearers to produce a
report on the issue of CPD mutual recognition,
implementation and diffusion. The report will outline a
concrete proposal to present to the next Council in Bali.
The President also encourages other research and
projects on the issue, like Ar. Siddiqui’s report.

About “Growth and new membership” Ar. Kwong talks
about Chinese Taipei recently having election where the
political situation has not been changed and so it will be
easier to approach again their architectural association.
HKIA will send a mission there after the elections.

The President asks Ar. Kwong to be informed of the date
when the HKIA mission will travel to Chinese Taipei,
because their inclusion in ARCASIA has been discussed
for the whole last year but no progress has been
achieved up to now and the process must be sped up.

No reply has been received from Brunei and Cambodia.
Bhutan has quickly replied to written inquiries that they
are very interested in ARCASIA. Bhutan will have an
architectural conference next week and when asked by
HKIA they replied that they will offer complementary
registration for ARCASIA members, but at this moment
HKIA did not receive any such offer.

Ar. K.C. Yi asks about North Korea and Ar. Kwong
answers that she might try to get information about the
existence of architectural associations through an
acquaintance of hers, a priest teaching in Pyonyang.

The Hon. Secretary asks Ar. Kwong and the other Vice
Presidents to put in cc the address of ARCASIA
Secretariat when contacting Institutes and asking their
interest in joining ARCASIA.

Setup of a committee or workgroup to create
framework for international agreements’ policy

The President asks Ar. K.C. Yi to read the report that he
prepared on this issue.

Adviser Ar. K.C. Yi reads the report (here attached).

The President thanks Ar. K.C. Yi for the report and the
very clear explanation.

The arena for discussion of this issue is the Council but
the OBs should continue on working on this to categorize
the different levels of agreement, the procedures and
make it graphically easy to understand.

The topics for discussion, mentioned in the report, are
important.

About the “method of exchange”, at first it is only a
friendly relationship where organizations invite each other
representatives to their events. Seminars are also
another such friendly way to exchange. When it comes to
legally oriented agreements, this becomes a financial and
legal involvement. We need to really have a procedure for
these different levels of engagement with other
organizations.

The “selection criteria” also are something that each
Institute can comment on. About the topic “How often”,
the President asks Ar. Reyes, who started a majority of
MOUs of ARCASIA, to develop an historical chart of all
the agreements that have been signed since the last 6
years. This can be presented on the website and will be a
valuable tool for the next President.

About the “Financial Support” (needed for travelling to go
to research data or to go to contact authorities
somewhere), this linked to the need of increased
sponsorship of ARCASIA.

V.P. Zone A, Ar. Siddiqui, proposes to make a list of
potential players so to evaluate the ones with which
ARCASIA should have an MOU and those with which it
should have only an LOU and the like.

The President replies that he will make and distribute
such list.

About the topic of financial support, Ar. Kwong proposes
that ARCASIA promotional material be prepared in more
languages such as English, Korean, Japanese, Simplified
Chinese, so to show that ARCASIA is really an
international organization.

The President agrees that local languages are important
to approach local sponsors so he encourages the Office
Bearers to use local languages as needed in their
communication or promotional material for this purpose.

Ar. Esa agrees with the fact that MOUs are important for
mutual recognition and for improvement of relationship,
saying that with the MOU with ARCASIA, UIA
representatives can be observers at its meetings.

He also informs the O.B. that Saudi Arabia and the
Emirates are interested in having an agreement with
ARCASIA. These countries are part of UIA Asia Region
but they are not part of ARCASIA.

He also says that MOUs or MOAs between organizations
are important for cross border practice and they can be
the first step towards trade pacts between governments.
ARCASIA could become the promoter for wider inter-
government agreements.

Ar. Reyes proposes to write to all past Presidents asking
what they have done during their terms regarding MOUSs.
The Hon. Secretary will write to the past
Chairmen/Presidents, starting from Ar. K.C. Yi on.

Ar. Tandanand says that ARCASIA signed a lot of MOUs
but most were forgotten when the President changed, so
it is important that when an MOU is signed then it is
implemented as soon as possible.

During Ar. Pei Ing term a task force could be formed to
study the implementation of these agreements.

The President asks KIRA and Ar. K.C. Yi to continue in
developing and expanding his good report for further
discussion and presentation to the Council.

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Ar. K.C. Yi says that ARCASIA is supposed to be like
APEC architects standard and that member Institutes
should agree among themselves about what is the
definition of “ARCASIA architects standard”. KIRA now
defined its own standard. Only by having one own
standard it is possible to recognize another’s.

Ar. Esa says that is important to separate the regulatory
body from the institutional bodies.

For ARCASIA it is important to understand how architects
in Asia are educated and trained. By knowing what
system is in use in each country we are able to compare,
and if the Institutes have their own recognition program
they can therefore recognize each other at first. Then
ARCASIA can endorse these Institutes, and only then it
becomes easier for governments to say that one system,
for example in Korea, is recognized by all Asia.

In the case of APEC, it does not have the resources to
check all members. They depend on the members to
check themselves.

Ar. Reyes says that is important to have a list of items to
implement for the MOUs already signed.

In answering to the topic of the “standard” raised by Ar.
K.C. Yi, the President says that ARCASIA started as an
offspring of CAA, to become a truly Asian organization.
Its not an APEC standard because it started as a
revolutionary organization with a strong emotional
motivation. Its second phase was to become for over 40
years ARCASIA a “family oriented” organization.

Now it is finally entering a new phase of transition
towards becoming a more efficient “business oriented”
organization. Until now ARCASIA did not have much
interest in having a standard, but now it has to confront
this theme and see how it is going to fit into the global
scene.

The President adds that his responsibility will be to build
a solid base for this transition to be hopefully concluded
later during Ar. Pei Ing term. For that purpose he will
continue to establish the basis to gain wider corporate
sponsorship and to sign general, friendly MOUs with
other international and regional organizations.

Ar. Tandanand says that by signing MOUs we want to
create more exposure for ARCASIA so he proposes that
MOU signatories be invited at the exhibitions of
ARCASIA Awards to show them what ARCASIA
architects can create.

The President agrees and adds that instead of ending the
ARCASIA Awards exhibition at ACA it could become a
travelling exhibition to be brought by the President
wherever he goes to meet MOUs signatories at their
events.

Possibility of LOU with the RAIA, RNZIA

Ar. Reyes provided the sample letter of LOU.

The President reminds the O.B.s that it was already
agreed that potential LOUs signatories such as RAIA and
RNZIA will not be able to become ARCASIA members.

Ar. Esa says that PAM has good relations with Australia
because there are fields in which they have a very good
expertise from which PAM can learn and that there are a
number of good Australian architects looking forward to
work in Asia.

Ar. Tandanand agrees that times have changed and that
more cooperation on different levels (design,
management, technical aspect of the profession etc...) is
desired even without membership. If interesting activities
are created through the LOUs then the Council might
change idea regarding membership.

The President says that eventually it is up to each

(and to the Council to approve) but that during his own
term he will only aim to LOUs with these 2 Institutes.

ARCASIA Award book proposal — President Ar.
Kunihiro

The President says that Li Zenn publishing proposed him
to make a book about the ARCASIA Award. Ar.
Tandanand contacted them and they asked some
questions:

1) they can print a minimum of 1000 copies. Will the
Institutes be available to buy 20 copies each (360
copies)?

2) Is the book to be republished every 2 years, when a
new award is assigned?

3) How to distribute it? In bookstores or where else?
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The President also asks the O.B.s if they thing if this book
might be a good idea or not.

Ar. Reyes reminds that MACAU offered already to publish
a book about the awards during Ar. Hussain's term as
President.

The President asks UAP to check first of all if MACAU is
still interested in making such a book.

Ar. Ashvinkumar says that it is a niche market and that
not many people would be interested in such a book. If it
is not financially profitable this project could be ignored.
Also the publisher should be more proactive and explain
what kind of project they have in mind
(softcover/hardcover, format etc...) and not just offer to
make a book if ARCASIA pays.

The President replies that Ar. Tandanand did not make
commitments but this could be an important project. Also
it is ARCASIA that should first decide what book is
needed so it will remain in control of the project.

Ar. Tandanand is also of the impression that this will be a
niche market and that is why the publisher asked for a
commitment of 360 copies (more than 30% of the total
output).

Ar. Ashvinkumar adds that ARCASIA has already two
books and that not all Institutes will be ready to sponsor a
third one, especially if it is to be republished every two
years.

The President says that at the moment no one knows
what the ARCASIA Award is. It is a design award but it is
not much known. The book also needs not to be
expensive but it could be a paperback of 40USD. It is the
general idea of having a set of books (Heritage, History,
Award) that must be considered.

Ar. Kwong says that it could be useful for educational
purposes.

Ar. Reyes proposes to check with MACAU if they are
interested in paying for the book and let Institutes pay
only the postage as for the History book. The material for
the book is already there.

Ar. Abu Sayeed says that he is in favor of another book
but he adds that ARCASIA should make money from
books and not only spend on them.
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The President concludes this discussion by asking Ar.
Reyes and Ar. Tandanand to keep in contact respectively
with MACAU and with Li Zenn so that ARCASIA can
check the financial feasibility and see if the quality of the
book can be adjusted to a low price range, before
bringing this issue to the Council.

About the Awards Gold Medals, the President says that
the award committee awarded more than one people in
some of the works’ categories, but it had not asked prior
approval of the Council in Lahore to do this.

Change of names of incorporators.

To renew the incorporation of ARCASIA in the Philippines

Ar. Kwan says that at the last Fellowship there was much
confusion on the term *“fellow” that was mistakenly
understood by many as a kind of institutional title.

Ar. Verma says that the Fellowship originally was started
as a way to keep people involved in ARCASIA even if
they had no more official position in the organization.
These people could, based on their experience, make
recommendation that the Fellowship  Chairman
summarized and brought before the Council for their
information. But he insists that the Fellowship is not a real
Committee as the other committees as defined in the
ByLaws.

He also proposes that the name be changed to
“Committee of Fellows” so to be clearer on the purpose of
this system.

The President says that quiz at the last Fellowship was a
kind of open event that anybody could attend.

Ar. Esa says that on one side senior people who held
official positions in ARCASIA want to keep being
recognized as belonging to ARCASIA even if they do not
have an official position anymore.

And on the other side there are a lot of younger people
that would like to be closer to ARCASIA and that should
be considered as well.

The O.B.s agree that it is important to differentiate the
nature of the two events: the fellowship committee
meeting where issues are discussed for recommendation
to the Council and the public/social events that can be
attended by anyone. It is decided that from now on there
will be more attention to the core mission of the
Fellowship meetings, that is to say to provide opinion and
recommendations to the Council.

For this purpose the O.B.s assign to Ar. De Zoysa the
task of making an updated list of Fellowship members
who are eligible to attend those committee meetings
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(meetings of fellows).

At the same time the O.B.s encourage the organization of
informal gatherings events for “fellowship” (networking,
friendship) purposes such as the one successfully
organized by Ar. De Zoysa at the last Council.

The O.B.s agree to the following new procedure: the
Institute host of the Council Meeting/ACA/Forums will ask
the registrants, as part of the registration package, if they
are interested to participate to the Fellowship meeting
and events so to have an official list of invitees.

Ar. Tandanand asks if the “think tank” is gong to be like
the vision & strategy of UIA where the future and the
direction of the organization are debated.

Ar. Reyes replies that the Fellowship Committee
members can comment on any issue, not necessarily
only the future of ARCASIA.

The President concludes the debate by clarifying that
there is no official title “F ARCASIA” or “Fellow
ARCASIA”. There are 2 types of events: first and most
importantly the Fellowship Committee events, where
eligible members gather as a think tank and make
recommendations for the Council’'s consideration.

Then there will be eventually optional Fellowship events,
which can be more social and public in nature.

To be eligible to participate to the Fellowship Committee
meetings a person must be an ARCASIA Institute
Member or official delegate who have attended at least 2
meetings of ARCASIA (Council mtgs., ACA, Forums) and
all past ARCASIA officials (including Hon. Secretary and
Hon. Treasurer).

Next ACA

V.P. Zone A, Ar. Siddiqui, informs that the ACA for the
coming October is planned in dates that might be
problematic for Muslims because of religious issues.

This will be confirmed with the organizers of the next ACA
