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BRIEF HISTORY OF THE INSTITUTE

The Singapore Institute of Architects (SIA) was officially established in 1963.

The origins of the architectural profession in Singapore date back to the founding of the
Singapore Society of Architects in 1923, shortly after the First World War. This
pioneering body championed the profession and was instrumental in the enactment
of the Architects Ordinance in 1926, which came into force in January 1927 to grant

formal protection to the practice of architecture.

In 1930, a branch of the society was set up in Kuala Lumpur. The following year, in 1931,
the organization was renamed the Institute of Architects of Malaya, with its

headquarters in Singapore. However, the Institute was dissolved in 1961.

Meanwhile, the Kuala Lumpur branch had become autonomous in 1949 as the
Federation of Malaya Society of Architects, which later evolved into the Society of

Malayan Architects in 1958.

In Singapore, the Society of Malayan Architects was reconstituted as the Singapore
Institute of Architects (SIA) in 1961. The Institute was registered under the Societies
Act on 5 March 1963, officially gazetted on 15 March 1963, with its inaugural
Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) held on 14 April 1961.

Since then, SIA has remained dedicated to advancing the profession and shaping the
nation’s built environment. Today, it serves as the sole representative body of
architects in Singapore. SIA was a founding member of ARCASIA in 1969 and rejoined
the International Union of Architects (UIA) in 2024, strengthening its role in promoting
collaboration, knowledge exchange, and the collective voice of the profession

regionally and globally.
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VISION & PLAN

Guided by its mission and vision, the Singapore Institute of Architects (SIA) sets the
direction for the profession’s growth and its contribution to society. These aspirations
not only define the Institute’s priorities but also shape its long-term role in advancing

architecture within Singapore and beyond.

The mission of the Singapore Institute of Architects (SIA) is “to champion excellence

in architecture and the built environment”.

Its vision is to position “Singapore as an Architecture Capital”.

To realise this vision, the Institute pursues four overarching objectives:

a) Fostering Awareness and Appreciation

Cultivate deeper awareness within the community of the value of sustainability, good

design, and the built environment.

b) Advancing Architecture

Promote the advancement of architectural theory and practice by supporting and

recognizing research, innovation, and excellence in design, practice, and education.

c) Enhancing Professionalism

Elevate professional standards through a robust Continuing Professional

Development (CPD) framework, equipping architects to better serve the community.

d) Upholding Standards and Ethics

Unite architects under a shared vision of a dignified and caring profession that upholds

the highest standards of professional conduct and ethics.

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Current Membership Strength

The Singapore Institute of Architects (SIA) comprises 1,304 members, of which 1,290

are voting members.

Annual General Meeting

The Annual General Meeting (AGM) 2025 of the Singapore Institute of Architects was
held on 18 March 2025. The AGM provided a key platform for members, stakeholders,
and industry leaders to reflect on the year’s achievements, review the Institute’s
financial and strategic progress, and discuss future priorities. Reports on activities,
financial performance, and ongoing initiatives were presented, followed by
discussions that allowed members to contribute actively to shaping the Institute’s
direction. The AGM continues to serve as an important occasion to strengthen
professional ties, foster collaboration, and chart the advancement of architecture in

Singapore.

Legal Status of the Institute

SIA is officially recognized as the sole representative body of the architectural
profession in Singapore. It functions as a professional organization but does not hold
statutory authority. The regulation and registration of architects in Singapore are under

the purview of the Board of Architects (BOA), Singapore.

Strengthening global connections is central to SIA’s mission. The Institute actively
engages with architectural organizations worldwide to facilitate knowledge exchange,

dialogue, and collaboration.

1. Singapore Archifest (SGAF) 2025

Singapore Archifest 2025, held from 25 June to 25 July, invites design enthusiasts and

the public to explore aradical new perspective on architecture. The overarching theme,
“Don’t (Just) Think Like An Architect”, challenges conventional thinking and positions

architecture as a dynamic force shaping lives, communities, and the future of our

world.

Helmed by Festival Director Ar. Rene Tan from RT+Q Architects, SGAF 2025 features
exhibitions, talks, workshops, and citywide events (SGAF+) designed to engage the

public and the architectural community. Highlights include:

Eberle, designer Samuel Ross, and cross-disciplinary innovator Dean Chew.
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b) Architects Roundtable (27 June 2025)
An SG60 event bringing together over 60 local architects, ranging from pioneering
figures to emerging talents, to discuss the evolution and future of Singapore's

architectural landscape.

c) Singapore AF Expo & Market (25-27 June 2025)
The largest trade exhibition in Singapore’s architecture industry, showcasing cutting-
edge products, the latest industry trends, and innovative solutions presented by more

than 60 curated exhibitors.

d) SGAF+ (24 June — 27 July 2025):

A series of citywide installations, exhibitions, and events, including heritage trails, pop-up
pavilions, and interactive experiences, designed to engage the public and promote

architectural awareness.

2. SIA Design Awards

The SIA Design Awards (SIADA), formerly the SIA Architectural Design Awards, remains
the premier recognition of architectural excellence in Singapore. SIADA 2025

This expansion aims to
recognize more deserving projects, spotlight architectural creativity across the region,

This continued expansion reflects SIA’s commitment to fostering regional

collaboration and celebrating design excellence beyond Singapore.

The winners of SIADA 2025 were revealed at Singapore Archifest 2025, providing a
platformto showcase both local and international talent while promoting dialogue and

knowledge exchange across the architectural community.

3. URA-SIA Queensway Node Viaduct Design Competition
The URA-SIA Queensway Node Viaduct Design Competition invited young architects
to transform an underutilized viaduct beneath the Queensway Flyover into a vibrant

community space along the Rail Corridor.

This proposal envisions the node as a kaleidoscopic tunnel that immerses visitors in
Queenstown's rustic charm. The design features heritage exhibits along the Rail
Corridor trail, guiding visitors through different eras of Queenstown's development. A
secret underground garden and a central plaza space offer venues for community
gatherings and events. The open space is designed with rows of trees reminiscent of

rubber plantations, illuminated by firefly lights.

The competition, organized by URA and promoted by SIA, reflects a commitment to

transforming underutilized urban spaces into vibrant community hubs.

4. SIA Annual Dinner 2025
The SIA Annual Dinner 2025 was held on 25 June 2025 at the Sands Expo & Convention

Centre, Level 4, Peony Ballroom. Themed “Architect by Day, by Night”, the event

brought together over 500 members, industry partners, and stakeholders to celebrate

the multifaceted identities of architects beyond their professional roles.

Champion architects’ professional interests in regulatory and policy
discussions, reinforcing the value and integrity of the profession in shaping

Singapore’s urban landscape.
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Through these initiatives, SIA maintains an active role in shaping policies that foster a

sustainable, innovative, and ethically grounded architectural profession.

8. Value Articulation Framework (VAF) Blueprint

A key highlight in 2025 is the continued implementation and promotion of the Value
Articulation Framework (VAF) Blueprint, designed to:
e Articulate the value of architecture and design to stakeholders across
industries, government, and society.
e Provide clear metrics and strategies to demonstrate the contributions of
architects to economic, social, and environmental outcomes.
e Enhance the professional standing of architects through structured
engagement with clients, developers, and decision-makers.
e Support advocacy and policy efforts, ensuring that architectural services are

recognized, valued, and fairly compensated.

The VAF Blueprint serves as a strategic tool for architects to communicate theirimpact,
strengthen professional credibility, and promote value-driven architectural practice

across Singapore and the region.
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9. MND Ministerial Task Force for Architects and Engineers
The MND Ministerial Taskforce for Architects and Engineers, established in September
2024, continues its work in 2025, engaging industry stakeholders to address key

challenges in the Built Environment (BE) sector.

SIA’s Advocacy for the Task Force

SIA has been a vocal advocate for reforms within the architectural profession,
recognizing the critical role architects play in shaping Singapore’s built environment.
Over the past few years, SIA has engaged stakeholders across the industry and
government to highlight systemic issues impacting architects, including:

e Unfair fee structures, leading to unsustainable practices.

o Erosion of professional standards due to fee-driven competition.

e Increasing complexity in design and regulatory requirements without

commensurate recognition or compensation.

Recognizing these challenges, SIA initiated dialogues with MND and other key
stakeholders, advocating for a unified platform to address these concerns. The
formation of the Ministerial Taskforce is a direct outcome of these sustained efforts,
reflecting the shared recognition of the urgent need to recalibrate the practice

ecosystem for architects and engineers.
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Integrating the Value Articulation Framework (VAF) Blueprint

Central to SIA’s advocacy is the VAF Blueprint, a strategic roadmap alighing
architectural practice with the values of design excellence, professional integrity, and
sustainability. The Blueprint outlines actionable steps to ensure fair and transparent
fee structures, uphold ethical standards, and articulate the intrinsic value of

architectural services.

Through the Taskforce, SIA aims to integrate this framework into the broader industry

landscape by advocating for:

e Fee Benchmarking: Establishing fair and transparent fee guidelines to reflect
the complexity and value of architectural services.

e Legislative Support: Introducing regulatory measures to curb undercutting and
ensure compliance with ethical practices.

e Enhanced Engagement: Collaborating with developers, engineers, and allied
professionals to foster a shared understanding of value-based design.

e Capacity Building: Empowering architects with the tools and resources to

articulate and demonstrate their value effectively.

Looking Ahead

The establishment of the Ministerial Taskforce is an important milestone, but the
journey ahead requires a collaborative effort across all stakeholders. SIA remains
committed to working closely with MND, its members, and industry partners to ensure
the Taskforce delivers tangible outcomes that enhance the professional landscape for

architects and engineers.

By championing the integration of the VAF Blueprint, SIA reaffirms its vision for a future
where architectural services are recognized and remunerated fairly, ensuring the long-

term sustainability and vibrancy of the profession.
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10. Collaboration with Schools and Emerging Architects
To nurture the next generation of architects, SIA will enhance its educational outreach
by:
e Partnering with universities to promote high-quality architectural education.
e Hosting the Emerging Architects Forum, providing young professionals with a
platform to showcase their work and engage with established practitioners.
e Offering mentorship programmes that connect students with seasoned

architects for career guidance and skills development.

11. Global Outreach and International Relations
Through its affiliations with UIA and the Architects Regional Council of Asia (ARCASIA),
SIA continues to:
